Interoperable Communications (IC)
Improve communication systems in compliance with the NIMS including equipment purchase or upgrades to digital, P25 compliant, narrow banding standards, and be compatible with the state radio network.
Incendiary Explosive Device/Chemical, Biological, Radiological, Nuclear and Explosive (IED/CBRNE)
Planning, training, and exercises for IED/CBRNE events to provide swift and safe response to potential terrorist attacks, disasters, and emergencies.  The Automated Critical Asset Management System (ACAMS) and the four regional response teams may be supported through this investment.
