Minutes of the Meeting

February 18, 2010

The meeting was called to order.

Minutes of the previous meeting were read.  Motion by Denny Gorton, second by Marge Orem to approve.  Motion passed.

Alexa White presented the budgets. The General Fund Budget has a balance of $19,030.00 The Special Revenue Budget has a balance of $8,500.00  Motion to accept the budget report as presented motion by Denny Gorton, second by Matt Culberson .  Motion passed.. 
Committee Reports: 
VIPS:  Nikki Farrar with the Sheriffs Office gave a brief report on the VIPS. 11 reserves put in over 200 hours of volunteer work in 2009.  The reserves work special events and other projects as designated by the Sheriff’s Office. Right now the reserves are working on a door hanger project. As of now there are 45 senior volunteers.   

NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH: Nothing at this time. 
MEDICAL RESERVE CORP: Alexa reported on the Medical Reserve Corp and a flyer that has been created in an effort to recruit volunteers. The flyer will be placed in hospitals and clinics for those that want to learn more about the Medical Reserve Corp. Alexa said that they are looking for 10 board members to fill positions within the MRC. For those interested please send a list to Alexa at the Pennington County Emergency Management office. A back ground check will be run on those individuals interested in becoming members. Ethan Schmidt suggested that the Pennington County Emergency Management office place the MRC on the next board agenda for discussion.       
FIRE CORP: Johnson siding does have an active fire corp. The Fire Corp does duties such as clean the fire station and trucks, work community events and work logistics on fires i.e get food, water and supplies for the Fire Fighters when out on a fire. However they do not assist in fire fighting. The fire corps holds quarterly meetings at the station.    
Citizen Corp: Alexa talked to the board about the website she is currently working on that will have links and information on the Medical Reserve Corp, Hazmat, Emergency Management, Fire Corp etc. For those of you that work in any one of those fields if you have anything you would like to add please contact Alexa. 
New Business:

Alexa informed the board that Dean Stetson served as Chair for 2 years and his term has run out. The board voted Matt Culberson as chair and Richard smith will be Vice Chair. Matt reported on the Hazmat Team and said that the new absorbent trailer has been purchased and is in service. For those of you that would like to stop in and see the trailer it is located at Station 6. Matt also reported that a combined effort exercise is scheduled for late April early May at the Cement plant that will utilize Hazmat and the Technical Rescue Team. Two mercury calls were reported one of those at the airport and one at the School of Mines for disposal. Three accidents occurred and the new absorbent trailer had to be used. Matt also mentioned that they receive lots of phone calls that need to be directed to one location for answers. 
Alexa White reported on the progress of the Hazmat page on the new website she is working on. After researching other Emergency Management websites Alexa found a preparedness video that she thought would be a great education tool to develop for our website and as a teaching tool. The video shows the different sounds the emergency sirens make for the different disasters that can happen. It will show an emergency kit and what should be inside of it and what to do in case of an emergency in our area. The video is six minutes long and for those of you who would like to see it please contact Alexa at the Emergency Management office. Alexa asked the LEPC board to help fund the cost of the video so that we can start moving forward with the process. Alexa asked if the board was willing to help fun the cost of production. 

Alexa White reported on the FY 09 grant program. All 09 requests have been sent to the State for approval. As of now all projects are expended. The training dollars have to be spent before any County can purchase items that were approved. 
Mark Enright with Western Dakota Tech submitted a request for the board to approve an MC306 training prop; tank truck rollover simulator. Motion Jim Jester to approve $8,000.00 to purchase the MC306 training prop to be kept at the Western Dakota Tech training site. Second Dustin Willette. Motion Carried. Alexa said that the purchase has to cap out at $8,000.00 due to the budget funds for 2010 not yet being available. 

Dustin suggested that we provide the LEPC board with the guidelines on how the funds are allowed to be spent. Alexa said that we will make sure we attach those to the next meetings packet.
