Minutes of the Meeting

May 18, 2011

The meeting was called to order. 
Last meeting minutes presented and approved with a small change to the date that was listed incorrectly in the draft minutes.
Alexa White presented the budget. A budget report spreadsheet showed the revenue for unspent previous year’s dollars and what was awarded in 2011. The projected year expenses were also listed for the board to review and projects that have been submitted. Motion to accept the budget report as presented motion by Dustin Willett, second by Mary Piper. Motion passed.

Committee Reports: 
VIPS: Brian Mueller reported that they have cut the “traffic” duties out of the volunteer program as a safety precaution for the seniors. They are working on a new program with the volunteers of patrolling campgrounds.      

MEDICAL RESERVE CORP: MRC has received a $5000 grant from NACCHO and they are working on some of the organizational things with the board and getting everyone back together.
FIRE CORP: Rapid Valley VFD received funds to start a Fire Corp. They have 38 firefighters and ½ to ¾ are active. They put off their kickoff day until this summer as they will have funds available from a different grant to help get things started.
Citizen Corp:  Alexa reported that plans have begun for Disaster Awareness and Safety Day 2011 will be held on September 10, 2011. She hopes they will again be able to have it at the Rushmore Crossing, but that has not been confirmed yet. Discussion was had on other programs that are available to fund through Citizen Corps besides those that are currently running. Programs we’d like to start include a CERT or TeenCERT program.    
New Business

Transfer Trailer: A request was made to officially transfer a trailer that belongs to the LEPC over to the Rapid City FD. The RCFD has been using this trailer for the past 7 or 8 years for training materials and they have taken care of the maintenance and licensing for some time. Motion Mueller to approve transfer of the enclosed trailer to the Rapid City Fire Department. Second Richmond. Motion carried. 
New Requests

Hazmat Team Report: Culberson reported on the hazmat team. The team reported to a diesel spill and used bagged absorbents. He also reported they are planning a All-Risk training with CST Team on June 30. He also reported on a fire monitoring team that checked cyanide levels and the long term affects it has on firefighters.
Underwater/Hazmat Communications Gear: Dustin Willett submitted a request to the LEPC to purchase a contaminated water communication system. The Dive Team is currently working with a system from the early 90’s which has needed lots of repairs. As of now the team is only able to communicate between 2 people with the older system. In an effort to improve the reliability, safety, and capabilities of the current dated communication equipment the Hazmat team would like to purchase an updated system for hazardous material diving operations. Motion Richmond to approve the request for the contaminated water communication system. Second Evenson.  Motion Richmond to make an amendment to the motion to only pay $5,500 towards the cost of the water communication system. Second Evenson. Carried 
Update Commodity Flow Study: Alexa reported on the meeting she with the contractor for the Commodity Flow Study. They discussed routes and days they plan to monitor. Discussion was had on what days the contractor proposed and what days would be best and needed for the routes in our county. A request was made to send out the Study this contractor just completed for another county so the LEPC group could see what the end product will be. 
WDT Plugging and Patching Kits: Mark Enright reported that the request from Tom Jaros for $2500 for the Plug and Patch Kits be withdrawn and reallocated those funds towards the propane leak trainer expenses that LEPC helped to purchase earlier this year on behalf of the WDT Fire Science Program. The entire request for the Propane Leak Training is $3000. Motion by Willett to withdraw the request of $2500 for the Plug and patch kits and re-allocate and add an additional $500 towards training expenses for the Propane Leak Trainer. Richmond second.
