Minutes of the Meeting

Pennington County LEPC/Citizens Corps Council

February 18, 2011

The meeting was called to order.

Anthony Carbajal presented the budget. As per the boards request in November Anthony provided the board with a full accounting spreadsheet that listed the revenue for unspent previous year’s dollars and what was awarded in 2011. The projected year expenses were also listed for the board to review. If you would like to see the spreadsheet you may contact the emergency management office and we will provide you with one. Motion to accept the budget report as presented motion by Dustin Willett, second by Anthony Carbajal. Motion passed.

Committee Reports: 
VIPS:  Nikki reported on the senior VIPS program. Right now they are currently working with GIS to get address updated in the Wall and New Underwood area. The volunteers are walking the neighborhood and physically checking each home address and reporting that information back to GIS and Dispatch for updating.      

MEDICAL RESERVE CORP: Mary mentioned that the Medical Reserve Corp is in the process of putting together some training for the volunteers. Mary said that there are doctors, nurses and other staff that are ready to get on board with the Reserve Corp and get started.   
FIRE CORP: Alexa reported that the Rapid Valley VFD had applied for a grant and was awarded funds to start up a Fire Corp in that area. As of now Johnson Siding and Rapid Valley are the only two departments with an active Fire Corp. For more information you can get in touch with Mark Enright. 
Citizen Corp:  Alexa talked about the different grant requests and other projects she is working on.    
New Business

Suggestion to have meeting moved to Wednesdays: A request was submitted by Dean Stetson to have the meetings moved to Wednesdays. Motion Piper to have the remainder of the LEPC meetings moved to Wednesdays. Second Orem. Carried 
2011 LEPC Grant: Anthony reported that the award amount the LEPC is receiving each year has been declining due to lack of spending down the funds awarded. We received a grant award of $8,517.89 for 2011. We have a few items that were submitted this year for approval to purchase and it does not appear that we will have any trouble spending down the award amount in 2011.
LEPC Budget Supplement: Carbajal will have to go before the Board Of Commissioners and do a budget supplement to get the unspent previous years funds back into our account. Anthony will be doing that sometime within the next month. 
Vote Sub Committee Chairs: Carbajal and Culberson have met about getting together to fill the sub committee slots. Culberson asked that the committee have a look at the By-Law and see what committee they might like to be on. If no one volunteers we will have to select committee members to represent the sub committees. For those that are interested please contact Anthony in the Emergency Management Office. 
New Requests

Hazmat Team Report: Culberson reported on the hazmat team. The team reported to a semi rollover on the interstate that leaked 150 gallons of diesel fuel. Booms and pillows were used to help absorb the spill. A few changes to one of the trucks at Station 6 will allow that vehicle to now be used as a body recovery truck. Hazmat had the opportunity to use it not long ago on an incident and it worked out very well. Lastly the team will be involved in an exercise along side of the National Guard Civil Support Team sometime next week. 
Underwater/Hazmat Communications Gear: Dustin Willett submitted a request to the LEPC to purchase a contaminated water communication system. The Dive Team is currently working with a system from the early 90’s which has needed lots of repairs. As of now the team is only able to communicate between 2 people with the older system. In an effort to improve the reliability, safety, and capabilities of the current dated communication equipment the Hazmat team would like to purchase an updated system for hazardous material diving operations. Motion Richmond to approve the request for the contaminated water communication system. Second Evenson.  Motion Richmond to make an amendment to the motion to only pay $5,500 towards the cost of the water communication system. Second Evenson. Carried 
Commodity Flow Study: Alexa is requesting funds to do a commodity flow study. There was open discussion on exactly what type of study would the LEPC be paying for. The commodity flow study provides an indicator of the quantity of a given material or group of material being transported though any given geographic area. Motion Piper to approve the commodity flow study. Second Richmond. Motion Willett to make an amendment to the motion to establish a sub committee and reserve $2,000.00 in the budget so it’s available when we decide to move forward. Second Piper. Carried
Alexa asked that anyone interested in being on the commodity flow study committee to please get in touch with her. 
WDT Plugging and Patching Kits: Jaros on behalf of the WDT Fire Science Program submitted a request as part of an ongoing effort to improve the site’s training capabilities. The kits would be available for all other Pennington County Emergency responding agencies that use the ERTC facility.  Motion Willett to fund $2,500.00 for the patching kits. Second Carbajal. Carried
