The meeting was called to order by Matt Culberson. 

Last meeting minutes presented and approved with a small change to the attendance as Marty Graves was present for the last meeting.  Motion to approve by Stetson and seconded by Orem.

Alexa White presented the budget. A budget report spreadsheet showed the revenue for unspent previous year’s dollars and what was awarded in 2011. The projected year expenses were also listed for the board to review and projects that have been submitted. Motion by Willett to accept the budget report as presented, second by Richmond. Motion passed.

Committee Reports: 

VIPS: Brian Mueller reported that they are revamping the way the Sheriff’s Office recruits and supervises its volunteers.  They are working on a new program with the volunteers of patrolling campgrounds.      

MEDICAL RESERVE CORP: MRC has received a $5000 grant from NACCHO.  She is looking for volunteers for team leaders.

FIRE CORP: Mark Enright with Rapid Valley VFD recently attended the Fire Corps Regional Conference in Arlington, TX.  Enright reported on the conference and his interest in a Rehab team.
Citizen Corp:  Alexa reported updated everyone on the Disaster Awareness and Safety Day 2011 which will be held on September 10, 2011. It will again be held at Rushmore Crossing. 

Emergency Response Training Center (ERTC):  Enright reported that he would like to add expending the concrete HazMat pad to the next agenda if there are still funds available.

Old Business
HazMat Team Report:  Willett and Culberson reported that HazMat has been busy with body recoveries, truck spills and Regional Response team meetings.

Commodity Flow Study:  Willett and Otto reported that the Commodity Flow Study is finished.  The cost will be approximately $500.  They gathered about 300 hours of info from I-90, Elk Vale Road, Hwy 79, Hwy 16, and Hwy 44.  They gathered info Monday through Saturday and the following Monday through Thursday.  The data will be compiled and reported on after reports are finished.

Regional Response Training:  Nothing at this time.
New Requests

Air Monitoring Program for HazMat: Willett requested that the excess funds be used to purchase an air monitor for the HazMat team.  The monitor can read air quality levels within minutes.  Willett is requesting the LEPC funds purchase the monitor ($2,299) and the HazMat will purchase the sensors (6 sensors available from between $200-$700 each).  Motion to approve by Mueller, second by Stetson.  Motion passed.
